Ingredients: 

• 1 Family-Size or 2 regular size box brownie mix  
• 2 large eggs (3 for cakey brownie) 
• Substitute the Water on the box(es) instruction for equal amount of either Brewed coffee (cooled to 

room temp)  or  milk 
• Substitute the Oil on the box(es) instruction for equal amount of Butter, melted and cooled slightly 
• 1 ½  teaspoon flavor/extract of your choice:   

o Vanilla extract 
o Orange extract 
o Bourbon 

• 1/2  cup, more or less, of one or more  add-ins of your choice: 
o Chocolate or other flavor  chips 
o Nuts 
o Crushed peppermint candy 
o Bacon, cooked and chopped into bits 
o Go through your cupboards – be creative! 

Directions: 
• Prepare 9 by 13 pan.  
• Bake per box directions. 
• Let cool in pan, on a wire rack, until completely cool. 

Susan’s Notes: 
• Try lining your baking pan with parchment paper. Just lightly spray cooking spray, then use one or 

two sheets long enough to cover sides, ends and bottom.  It will look a bit wrinkly and awkward, but 
it works like a charm!
